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Context and highlights

Elizabeth Grove Primary School is part of the Elizabeth Grove Community Campus, consisting of Elizabeth Grove
Primary School, Elizabeth Grove Out of School Hours Care, Elizabeth Grove Children’s Centre, Smith Family, CAFHS
and Kids ‘n’ You Family Services. Our learning is closely aligned to the values of our school, which include Respect,
Honesty and Community. We aim to work in partnership across the Elizabeth Grove Community Campus and build with
all staff and leaders a strong and seamless relationship across all levels of education and care. We believe that every
child has the ability to learn, can be successful through achieving their personal best and will make valuable citizens
within the community. Building a strong partnership with parents/caregivers underpins our school value of Community.

School Highlights:

2022 was a year of impact as we continued to improve teaching and learning in reading and English across the school. A
stable leadership and staff team enabled the increase in rigour in teaching and learning as teachers refined elements of
their teaching in line with the school improvement plan.

We have been energised by the increase in community engagement across all aspects of the school. Parents have
connected more with teachers through the use of Seesaw and other communication methods and have had a strong
presence at out school events. We have re established a strong connection with the Children’s Centre and enjoyed their
contributions to events at our school and also their increased visits to our classrooms, playgrounds and library. Parent
feedback has been extremely positive this year.

Throughout the year we further refined our whole school approach to teaching reading and expanded into spelling,
morphology and the broader areas of English through the introduction of Units of Work. This has resulted in a 30%
increase in students meeting the standard in the state-wide Year One Phonics Screening Check and growth in many
areas of NAPLAN.

We felt like we were able to open the school up again to celebrate with families. Highlights included a strong transition
program from preschool to school, and primary to high school. We also enjoyed Aquatics, a camp to Wirraway
Homestead, swimming, a range of excursions, an exciting sports day and the best Book Week Parade we have had for
some time. It was a year of impact and celebration!

Governing council report

The Governing Council identified the following as key achievements for 2022:

1. We had a very active Governing Council this year due to some continuing members and new members joining. A new
treasurer and secretary were appointed for the year.

2. There was a significant contribution from the Governing Council in organizing successful events across the school
year, including Mothers and Father’s Day Stall, Book Week Parade, Sports Day, Showcase Concert and Christmas
Raffle. Parent engagement in our events has been the highest in years.

3. The Governing Council supported the temporary closure of the canteen during the year and are supporting research
into other options of management. This will continue into 2023.

4. The OSHC was successfully managed by the Governing Council and experienced the highest enrolment numbers it
has ever seen. This has resulted in an expansion of the staff team and the much-needed injection of funds for resources.

5. Through support of our Governing Council we had a higher level of response in our Parent Survey and have
strengthened in all areas. We have also increased school enrolments across the year. We started 2022 with 178
students, after experiencing a big drop due to year 7 to high school transition and transience. By the end of 2022 this had
grown to 211 and we have 237 students enrolled for 2023.

The school is extremely grateful to all our Governing Council Members and volunteers for their unrelenting support
through another challenging year. Members not only give their time to the important job of taking our school forward, but
to all the other tasks they undertake that ensure that a safe and caring learning environment for our students is
maintained.
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Quality improvement planning

In 2022 we focused on one key goal in our school improvement plan. Our goal was to improve student’s achievement of
SEA in reading R-6.

Our goal for 2022 was to improve student achievement of SEA in reading R-6 and we are building towards this each
year. Our practice change was to increase our understanding and use of explicit, direct instruction to teach decoding and
comprehension then we will improve student achievement of SEA in reading R-6.

Our improvement actions that had the biggest impact were:

- Refining our morning routines and consistency of teaching phonics, spelling and morphology across the school,
supported by intervention

- Explicit Direct Instruction linked with the English Units of Work

- Drawing from data to set student reading goals that were updated each term and shared with families

56% of our year 3 students achieved the SEA in NAPLAN Reading, which was 6% above our target. 50% of our year 5
students achieved the SEA in NAPLAN Reading, which was 5% below our target. We received a shift in results in our
Statewide Year One Phonics Screening Check which grew from 22% in 2021 to 52% in 2022. Other NAPLAN highlights
include growth in high bands in reading and spelling, and growth in writing.

Moving forward into 2023 we will continue our focus on improving reading across the school by:

- Continuing to enhance our phonics, spelling and morphology programs by refining our use of daily review slides.

- Continuing the momentum for our love of reading culture by increasing fluency intervention and building accountable
independent reading practices.

- Drawing from data to set reading goals in collaboration with students and sharing them with families We will build
students understanding of their own goals and how to work towards them.

- Building the use of Explicit Direct Instruction to deliver engaging lessons that follow the EDI structure and build student
understanding

- Continuing to build an understanding of and delivering a guaranteed, viable English curriculum supported by the Units
of Work and transferring this to A to E grading.
